The REAL reason this event matters!

Millions of school children with dyslexia endure
frustration and demoralization on a daily basis as
they struggle to acquire skills that many of us take
for granted.

For over ten years, the Scottish Rite Masons,
Northern Jurisdiction, have been national leaders
in the effort to help children and their families
overcome the painful obstacles of dyslexia. At 59
Learning Centers in 15 states, the Children's
Learning Centers tackle the challenge of dyslexia
head-on, both by providing free tutoring for
children with dyslexia and by training a growing
cadre of highly skilled and dedicated tutors.

In September 2003, the Wilmington 32° Masonic
Learning Center opened on the third floor of the
Grand Opera House at 818 North Market Street in
downtown Wilmington, DE. We are currently
tutoring 11 children at the Center. We are
recruiting scholar/trainees to help us serve more
children.

The mission of the Center is to provide - free of
charge - the highest quality tutoring in reading
and spelling to children with dyslexia. Dyslexia is
a neurologically based disorder that interferes
with a child’s ability to learn to read, write, and
spell through traditional methods. At the Center,
we use the Orton-Gillingham approach, which
includes structured, direct teaching and intensive
phonetic training using multisensory
reinforcement. Scholar/trainees will receive this
intensive training free of charge.

This training program is an approved
Professional Development Cluster. Penn
State University offers 6 credits for those
enrolled in the Department of Educational
and School Psychology and Special
Education. In addition, we are an approved
provider under Act 48 in Pennsylvania. Upon
completing training requirements and
obtaining certification, paid tutoring
opportunities may be available.

Scholar/trainees must have a Bachelor’s
degree from an accredited institution of
higher learning and be approved by the
Executive Director of Clinical affairs. The
training program consists of:

e A minimum of 45 clock hours of
coursework with required readings
and assignments

e A supervised practicum of 100 fifty-
minute lessons, which requires
tutoring two students at the Center,
two evenings a week.
