Founded in 1919 in Kansas City, Missori, DeMolay spans the globe with chapters in many countries..
So what does DeMolay do?  DeMolay members form small groups called “Chapters”. Each chapter elects Officers and conducts meetings where various events are planned.  Adults are standing by to advise and support the chapter in carrying out it’s plans. The members, not the adults, run the chapter.

The members of a chapter plan fun events like laser tag, paintball, video gaming parties, or sports events. In planning and conducting these events, members learn leadership skills like planning, budgeting, communicating, coordinating, and compromising with others.

Members are also encouraged to give back to the community and volunteer their time at worthwhile civic service events. Many of these events qualitfy  for needed high school and college credits. College scholarships are also available for members who do well in school and achieve within the organization.
