Lewis Gets Furlo  After Two Years in 6 Campaigns

INLET – PFC Howard W. Lewis, youngest of the four sons of Mr. and Mrs. Robert J. Lewis, Inlet, with the armed forces and a veteran of six campaigns and four battle wounds, has arrived home.

“Peanuts,” as he is known to all his friends in the Central Adirondacks declares after more than two years “Am I ever glad to be home again!  Was this ever a wonderful birthday gift.”

Lewis was fighting in Germany when orders arrived on his 25th birthday, sending him home the first time in two years.  He was with the Fighting First division in invasion of Oran, and Tunisian campaigns, the invasion of Sicily, the Normandy landings, the campaigns in France and Belgium, and the conquest of Aachen, Germany.

He was wounded twice in Africa, where he also contracted malaria; once in Sicily, and again in the Normandy invasion, but returned to duty.

After a 21-day furlo, he expects to be assigned to a post in the United States.  He enlisted in January, 1940, and received his training at Indiantown Gap, Pa.
